PROPERTY QUERY
The web-based property query is a function that was carried forward from the old PPIC system.  Its purpose is to provide lab-wide access to basic property information.  This web page is particularly useful during the annual inventories, when custodians are trying to obtain specifics about the property that is currently listed in their possession.   
The Sunflower system offers similar web-based functionality, but their screens require authentication in order to view the property information. Since we’re currently using database authentication within Sunflower, it was not feasible to roll out Sunflower’s version to the lab, since we would also have to create and maintain database accounts for every employee.  So, we opted to keep the custom property query.
The Property Query is accessible from the Business Services Section home page under the Property/Inventory Control menu option.  It’s currently maintained by the Web Applications group (Craig Mohler).  A sample follows:
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
