Sunflower Receiving Interface

Business Requirements

From a business perspective, the purpose of this interface is to create the initial property records in the property system using data collected in the purchasing and receiving process/system, to avoid duplicate entry of the information.  

Once the information has been sent to Sunflower, there is no business requirement to keep the data in EBS and Sunflower in synch (if the data needs to be changed after the interface, it will be manually updated in both systems).  

The Property Office will review each incoming item in the Inventory Asset Interface before accepting it as an inventory asset within Sunflower.
Process Details

During the day, items are received using the standard EBS receiving forms augmented by a custom property form/zoom that accepts additional property information for those assets that are identified as property assets.  When the items are marked as received within EBS, a record is added to the POC_PROPERTY_INTERFACE with a status of 'N' - New.  Every 2 hours, the POC Sunflower Receiving Interface program runs, which reformats the data found in the POC_PROPERTY_INTERFACE table and places the reformatted data into the Sunflower AS_LOAD_INVENTORY_ASSETS table via a database link. Once a record is processed, the status is changed to ‘O’, so that the same record is not picked up again during the next run.  Once the records are in the AS_LOAD_INVENTORY_ASSETS table in Sunflower, they are available for review and processing by the Property Office.
